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NEOTOTALITARISM AND THE TRANSFORMATION OF DEMOCRACY IN THE MODERN WORLD:
CONCEPTUALIZATION OF THE CONCEPT

Abstract

The article presents a political and philosophical analysis of neototalitarian tendencies in the development of the modern
state, associated with the strengthening of scientific and technological progress, which has provided political power with
new tools for controlling society and the individual. These tendencies are equally relevant today for both authoritarian states
and classical states of liberal democracy. The lack of a unified scientific definition of neototalitarianism and a comprehensive
analysis of the reasons for the formation and features of this type of political model determines the relevance of the study.
Today, there is no unified understanding of the definition of “neototalitarianism” in socio-philosophical discourse
and political science. This term characterizes essentially different trends, ranging from the strengthening of authoritarian
power in China and Russia to the characterization of globalization processes and its identification with the concept
of “neocolonialism”. This creates a basis for misunderstanding, and therefore requires clarification and theoretical
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understanding. The purpose of the study is a theoretical rethinking and study of issues of transformation of political
regimes and a socio-philosophical analysis of neototalitarian tendencies in the modern world. The objectives of the study:
1) to analyze the formation of the concept of “neototalitarianism” as a subject of social and political philosophy; 2) to
determine the main features of the neototalitarian model. The concept of neototalitarianism is undoubtedly of important
practical importance for political science and theoretical importance for political philosophy and other political and social
sciences. It allows us to understand new forms of relationships between power and the individual, power and society
in the conditions of technological and information revolution, post-industrial society and globalization. It highlights
the negative changes taking place in traditionally democratic countries. The difference in the features of the neo-
totalitarian model from "classical totalitarianism" does not make it less dangerous. The study of this phenomenon is
critically important for developing strategies to counter threats to freedom, human rights, and democracy in the conditions
of the destruction of the international security system.
